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CODE OF CONDUCT FOR PARENTS, CARERS AND SPECTATORS
Eversley Cricket Club is fully committed to safeguarding and promoting the well-being of all its members. The Club believes that it is important that members, coaches, volunteers, officials, parents and spectators associated with the Club, should, at all times, show respect and be encouraged to be open. They should share any concerns or complaints that they may have regarding any aspect of the Club with Michael Tresise, Head of Colts Cricket, Mark Stancombe, Child Welfare Officer, or Gary Ford, Club Chairman.

The Club requires a high standard of behaviour and conduct from its young players. 
We ask parents, carers and spectators to observe the following code:-
1. Encourage any child, for whom you are responsible, to learn the Laws, Spirit and etiquette of cricket and play accordingly.
2. Discourage unfair play, cheating, disrespect and dissent.
3. Never force a child to play sport.
4. Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results.
5. Promote the positive aspects of cricket, in particular, and sport in general.
6. Set a good example by recognising fair play, applauding the good performances of all players, and show respect to all players, officials and spectators.
7. Never punish or belittle a child for losing or making a mistake.
8. Support your child’s involvement and help them enjoy their cricket.
9. As a role model for your child it is important that you display a positive and fair attitude. 
10. Never condone or indulge in the breaking of laws or rules, dissent, lack of respect, foul and abusive language or the use of banned substances.
11. Members should know that breaches of this code will be investigated and dealt with.
