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Policy for Selecting Junior Cricket Members
In order to give every young cricketer the optimum level of coaching and playing in matches, it is necessary to limit the number of members in each squad and age group. Normally, there will be a maximum of 2 teams per age group, with a recommendation of 26 players in the age group. Where there is only 1 team in the age group, then the recommendation is 15 players. 
When applications exceed the number of places available, Eversley Cricket Club accepts it may be necessary to hold assessments to establish which young players will be accepted as members. These assessments will be based on cricketing ability and potential, with no regard for ethnic origin, race, religion, sexual orientation or disability. Acceptance for membership for the first entry age group, where cricketing ability is not able to be relevant, will be on a first come, first served basis, with a recommended maximum limit of 15 per age year, assessment to start at under 9s for boys (entry age over 6) and under 11s for girls (entry age over 8).
These assessments will take place before the start of indoor training and will apply to membership both for indoor training & matches and the consequent outdoor season, training & matches. Attendance at indoor training is recommended but is not compulsory or a requirement to acceptance for outdoor training & matches.

All applicants, current or new, will be expected to attend the assessments. Two different days will be offered (for example Saturday morning one week, Sunday afternoon the next) for each age group. The assessment will be lead by the appropriate age group coach with at least 2 further qualified coaches, at least one of those being a coach to a different age group.

Membership will be offered to those selected, with a request for appropriate subscription and training fee, if relevant.
The object of this policy is to give each player the opportunity to increase skills and performance, leading to even more enjoyment of cricket, enhancing the safe and fun environment at Eversley Cricket Club.
This Policy will be reviewed annually by the Committee of Eversley Cricket Club.
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
